EPISTLE READING: St. Paul's Letter to the Galatians 3:23-29; 4:1-5  

BRETHREN, before faith came, we were confined under the law, kept under restraint until faith 
should be revealed. So that the law was our custodian until Christ came, that we might be justified 
by faith. But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a custodian; for in Christ Jesus you 
are all sons of  God, through faith. For as many of  you as were baptized into Christ have put on 
Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male nor  
female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. And if  you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's  
offspring, heirs according to promise. I mean that the heir, as long as he is a child, is no better than 
a slave, though he is the owner of  all the estate; but he is under guardians and trustees until the 
date set by the father. So with us; when we were children, we were slaves to the elemental spirits of  
the universe. But when the time had fully come, God sent forth his Son, born of  a woman, born 
under the law, to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons.  

 

GOSPEL READING:   Matthew 14:14-22  
At that time, Jesus saw a great throng; and he had compassion on them, and healed their sick. 
When it was evening, the disciples came to him and said, "This is a lonely place, and the day is now 
over; send the crowds away to go into the villages and buy food for themselves." Jesus said, "They 
need not go away; you give them something to eat." They said to him, "We have only five loaves 
here and two fish." And he said, "Bring them here to me." Then he ordered the crowds to sit down 
on the grass; and taking the five loaves and the two fish he looked up to heaven, and blessed, and 
broke and gave the loaves to the crowds. And they all ate and were satisfied. And they took up 
twelve baskets full of  the broken pieces left over. And those who ate were about five thousand 
men, besides women and children. Then he made the disciples get into the boat and go before him 
to the other side, while he dismissed the crowds.

Biography of  Seminarian John Jarrod Russell 
 

Seminarian John Jarrod Russell was born and raised in Arkansas.  His father is a family practice  
physician, and his mother is a retired school counselor.  He has one brother who fell asleep in the Lord in 
1992 at the age of eighteen.  He graduated from Southwest Missouri State University (now known as 
Missouri State University) in 1998 and from the University of Arkansas School of Law in 2001.  For the 
next nine years, he practiced law in Arkansas and remains licensed to practice law before all Arkansas 
federal and state courts.   
 

In 2005, he joined the Annunciation Greek Orthodox Church in Little Rock, Arkansas.  He was 
extremely involved in parish life serving as a Church School teacher, a GOYA advisor, a basketball 
tournament advisor, and assisting the Parish Priest in the Holy Altar.  
  

With the blessing of His Eminence Metropolitan Nicholas of Detroit, he left the practice of law and 
entered Holy Cross Greek Orthodox School of Theology in the fall of 2010.  As a student at Holy Cross, 
he assisted at a local parish, teaching Church School and working with other youth programs, including 
numerous visits to a local food pantry for homeless individuals.  He graduated from Holy Cross in May of 
2014 with the degree of Master of Divinity, with high distinction.   
 

During the school year of 2014-15, he completed the class work for the Master of Theology program at 
Holy Cross and is currently writing a thesis on the ecumenical work and theology of Metropolitan
